People make careers out of finding and reporting on barn finds, while others take pride in having a classic that is an all
original survivor. Both aspects will be on display at the stage and in the North Side Collectors Corner tent.

1966 DODGE CHARGER

See this 1966 Dodge Charger on the stage and make
an offer to buy it. According to its current owner, “It was
purchased at an auction in Atlantic City, NJ in 1992, as a
rotisserie front line feature. Its mileage was approximately
19,200, bringing it to 19,985 upon arrival in Saint John,
New Brunswick. It then sat for 25 years without ever
being registered. The owners wife told me she drove it
straight out of the barn and washed it a couple times in
the first few years, a distance of 50-60 feet each time.

Coffee shop talk in early 2016 peaked my interest
after hearing my buddy talk about the year, make, model
and condition of this dream deal. My buddy was then
tasked by the owners, also friends of his, to sell the car.
It took no time for me to say I'd take it, and the rest is
history!

The car had the original fuel filter and plugs along
with one original muffler still on it and | did $7,200 of
work. | still have the receipt and saved all the original
parts we changed, right down to the winding wire out of
one of the headlight motors! The steel brake lines, gas
line and emergency brake cables are all still original and
like new! The car drives as well or better than a one year
old vehicle.”

1973 FORD BRONCO

This 1973 Ford Bronco sat under a car port for years only about three miles from the Carlisle Fairgrounds on Trindle
Road. For the most part, it was only ever used for snow plowing. Eventually, it caught the eye of someone with a
passion for Fords.

This vehicle is strictly for show, but a beautiful piece and story to share. It's definitely found a home for some time
to come. Heckendorns Auto Body graciously allowed us to display this Bronco during the event. They are located in
spaces NT 26-28 in the North Field. They carry 1930s-1970s Ford/Mercury NOS parts and sheet metal.

The undisputed king of Corvette interiors is Al Knoch,
owner of Al Knoch Interiors. Based in Canutillo, TX
right outside of El Paso (a bit over 2,000 miles away
from Carlisle), Al Knoch Interiors is best known for
their convertible tops, seats and interiors for C1, C2
and C3 Corvettes. Their inventory does not stop there.
Interiors for Camaros, Firebirds, Mopars, Thunderbirds,
Volkswagens and Impalas are also available for purchase
and install. All parts are crafted in a 100,000 square foot
warehouse right off of Interstate 10. The products they
sell are of the utmost quality for the best price and are all
manufactured domestically, which is a huge selling point
for their customers.

For the Corvette show in August, two 53-foot big
rigs were packed with inventory and driven to Carlisle.
Inside these big rigs were 130 complete interior orders
for pickup in addition to their full book of installs (which
is typical for Knoch and his team at any Carlisle show).
Those privy to Knoch’s working habits know that during
a show, he and his team begin installations at 7 a.m. and

do not stop until dusk, usually around 9 p.m.

The final product of a Knoch installation is a hot
commodity among Corvette owners, with many clients
booking their appointments a year or more in advance.

A slew of his projects have led to Bloomington Gold and
N.C.R.S. Top Flight Awards, more than any other interior
on the market. This serves as a testament to their high
caliber products and installations.

Knoch has been present at Carlisle since the mid '70s
when Spring and Fall began. For more than 40 years,
they have been providing classic car owners with top-of-
the-line, exact original reproduction interiors. Out of the
plethora of car shows they have a presence at, Corvettes
at Carlisle is their bread and butter, pulling in enough
revenue to last them throughout the winter. The business
today has multiplied tenfold from its humble beginnings
in Knoch’s grandmother’s basement in Garden City, MI,
and it continues to grow! You can find them with a robust

One of his favorite memories from Carlisle is meeting “Big Daddy”
Ed Roth, as well as the time his brother, Erik (who was 6 years old at
the time), noticed rust accumulation among a crowd of older motor-
heads, of which none of them noticed. Erik was short enough to see
the rust far under the rear of the car, preventing the potential buyer
from making a mistake. His favorite purchase from Carlisle was a
rosewood steering wheel for a ‘69 Camaro that he and his brother
went in on together. They still have it to this day! They are also fond
of anything Yenko, eccentric and unique.

If you find yourself near Building Y be sure to pay a visit to Craig Holler. Craig
has been vending here since 1982 after having met Chip Miller through the York
County Corvette Club. He used to help set up the fairgrounds for Spring and Fall
Carlisle when there were 1,000 vending spaces to mark. Craig began buying and
selling automobilia as a side gig along with his full-time job as a salesman. He
started an eBay store in 1995 and has since retired. On average, he'll sell 100
model kits yearly from his eBay store to worldwide customers. Craig deals mostly
in vintage model kits, toy trains and other collectible toys. He has a collection
of more than 20,000 model kits at his home in Mount Wolf, PA which includes
two 1983 Corvette model prototypes (the only year GM didn’t manufacture the
Corvette), which are worth an estimated $5,000 each.
